BLEEDING CONTROL

SCENARIO

Called to the workshop of a 45 yo female who has been cutting out Wooden figures for Christmas ornaments. There is a jig saw covered with blood in the middle of the room. Pt is sitting on a stool nearby.

FINDINGS

Alert and oriented she can tell you that she was cutting out some reindeer figures when she  slipped and she cut her arm with the saw.

She was able to turn the saw off and has had a towel pressed on the wound since it happened but the bleeding just won’t stop.

You find a jagged laceration about 4 inches long and very deep across the back of her left arm just below the elbow. The bleeding is dark and steadily flowing.The towel that she has been using is saturated with blood

She says she is feeling kind of dizzy and nauseous and she has lost her eye glasses

BP 148/84

Pulse 100 regular

Resp 24 non labored

Pupils PERRL

Skin warm and dry

MED HX 

Meds for High Blood Pressure

She just finished lunch

Allergic to penicillin

TX

BSI

Direct pressure

Pressure dressing

Elevate

Keep pt warm

Watch for s/s of shock

should pt lay down?
